The dr said that we should be specific in describing and diagnosing pathological lesion bcoz we might lose (2-3) marks in quiz if we cant describe the lesion precisely .

The description of the lesion contain ( size , diameter , location , color , depth , borders , if it elevation / swelling / ulcer ……)

diagnosis : we have differential diagnosis ( needs investigation like biopsy , blood test , maybe histological section ) 

Developmental Disturbances of the Oral Cavity

commissural lip pits : 

description ( 2 depression at the junction of upper and lower lip ,bilateral , at angle of the mouth with a diameter (1-2) mm

* we can measure the depth of it by a probe .

* if u cant estimate the diameter of lesion u can compare it with the MD width of incisor . 

diagnosis ( no need for differential diagnosis its commissural lip pits 

here the dr show us the difference between prevalence rate and incidence rate :

prevalence rate : number of diseased cases / number of total population 

incidence rate : recording of new cases  in hospitals for example u should note that commissural is very common and may be associated with preauricular pits with no clinical significance .

* paramedial lip pits may be associated with (cleft lip / van der woude syndrome / popliteal pterygium (web )syndrome )
* filiform papilla covering dorsum of the tongue .

So if the lesion bilateral or we have previous infection or burning sensation we can expect that it is not cancer . 

Torus mandibularis : lingual to premolars / bony growth 

Retrocuspid : lingual to canine / fibrous tissue 

* complication of microglossia : missing teeth / malocclusion /collapse in the arch / in severe cases difficulty in speech 
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
